As the church, we spend these forty 

days evaluating our lives and listening for God.  What better way to be intentional about the disciplines of Lent than to 

participate in spiritual gifts assessment. 

     The next step in our visioning plans is to complete our spiritual gifts assessment phase.  Many of you have already 

been engaged in assessment through your Sunday school classes, Disciple Bible Study, and personal prayer.  As a way of 

bringing this part of our visioning plans to a close, your elders have given you a spiritual gifts inventory to complete at 

your convenience.  The inventory is one more tool to help you discern where God might be calling you at this point in 

your life. 

     Even more important than taking the inventory is bringing your completed and scored inventory to one of the elder 

workshops that will be held during the month of March.  There are four workshops being offered for individuals to 

process and interpret their completed/scored inventories.  These workshops are designed for West Siders to work 

with the elders and myself in discovering both old and new spiritual gifts. 
 

The workshops are being offered as followed: 

March 15 th  at 8:00 am (CMF Breakfast; all are invited)  

March 26 th  at 11:00 am (lunch will be provided)  

March 27 th  at 7:00 pm (dinner will be provided)  

March 30 th  at 12:30 pm (following worship; lunch will be provided)  
 

     All workshops are the same and will take approximately two hours.  The workshops will be held in the fellowship 

center and a meal will be provided.  A sign-up board is located in the gathering space, outside of the sanctuary.  Please 

sign up for the workshop you plan to attend so that the elders might plan accordingly.  If you have not yet received an 

inventory, please contact your elder as soon as possible.  Additionally, if you should have any questions about          

completing or scoring your inventory, contact your elder or Rev. Brown. 

     In thinking about taking these inventories there will be two statements individuals will be tempted to say: òI already 

know my gifts.ó and òI do not have any gifts.ó  To both of these statements I would say that this process is designed for 

us to learn something new about ourselves.  Isnõt discovering something new the whole point of the introspection,     

self-reflection, and discernment we practice during the season of Lent?

     Our Church will feed/house the homeless  

Sunday night, March 2nd  

thru  

Sunday morning, March 9th  

 

     Since 1994, WSCC has supported Portsmouthõs 

effort in housing/feeding the homeless during the 

winter months.  Our Fellowship Center provides a 

warm place for them to sleep.  Each night, Chef 

Cornwell and his supporters prepare a hot delicious 

meal for approximately 70+ homeless men, women 

and sometimes children. Thirteen volunteers (9 

Servers and 4 Chaperones) are needed each night.  

Due to the Busõs seating capacity, there will be two 

servings (8:00 and 8:45). Servers will place a portion 

of food on plates; carry plates to tables; ensure that 

tables are cleaned after all have eaten; wash/dry all 

pot/pans; and ensure that guests stack tables/chairs 

preparing the area for sleeping. 

 

     Further, four adult chaperones are needed  

to spend each night, working in two four-hour shifts.  

Since the homeless includes men and women and 

sometimes children, two men and two women are 

needed as chaperones.  Two will sleep while two are 

available to monitor the homeless.  At the end of the 

first four-hour shift, they will change places.  The 

next morning all chaperones are needed to get    

everyone up by 5:30 a.m., so guests will have time to 

clean restrooms and the sleeping area.  Guests will 

board the Bus by 6:30 a.m.  Also chaperones will   

ensure that all tables/chairs are replaced and the area 

is prepared for the next feeding/sleepover.   

 

     For security reasons,  there must be at 

least two adult chaperones on duty each 

night.  So far, chaperones are the most difficult to 

find.  Overnight monitoring of the homeless is     

critical to the program.  If we arenõt able to provide 

this service, then assistance from other organizations 

will be required.  We are not permitted to feed/

house the homeless without chaperones.   It is as 

simple as that.  We need volunteers .  

 

     A separate volunteer sign-up sheet for each day 

has been placed on tables in the hallway leading to 

the Fellowship Center.  If you can volunteer to serve 

and work this week into your schedule, please place 

your name and telephone number on one or more  

of these sign-up sheets.

     The Fellowship Center was completed in June 2000.  The mortgage of $360,000. was to be paid off in 15 
years, but because of your faithful contributions, it will be paid off sooner and we will have saved a          
tremendous amount of interest.  The balance now owed is $68,000., with a monthly payment of $1143.  The 
mortgage is not a  budgeted item, but is paid with over and above contributions from the congregation.  
Some members and friends give monthly and others prefer a yearly contribution.  Donations are also given 
in honor or memory of a loved one.  With your support and prayers, we will soon be debt free. 

     The Fellowship Center was in use 14 days in February and some days there were 2 activities scheduled.  
The Green Lakes Civic League and the Portsmouth Music Club use our facility monthly.  In March, we will 
be housing and feeding the homeless for a week.  With the visioning plan moving forward, our hope is that 
we can find new and creative opportunities to use our facilities for service and outreach.  Much has been 
accomplished but there is much more to be done.  Continue to pray daily for West Side and its ministries.

She contacted the 5    
honorees and got them to gather pictures and/or memorabilia; she had a decorating scheme in mind, 
etc. My job was to schedule and publicize the event, but this had been Sharonõs fun project. She was     
excited to be planning it and Iõm delighted to have had a, fresh new perspective added to an old 
ôstandardõ like potluck. We even chose a different night, Thursday Feb 21st instead of our traditional 
Wednesday.  And we didnõt hold a single meeting!!! 

     Below are some of the activities that membership has done in the past. What are the ones that       
capture your imagination? Do you have new ideas to share? We have 10 more months in 2008. That 
could translate into 1o more events, 4 or 5 events, no events or 20 or more eventsñitõs all up to you.

Karen Hartzog 
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Membership Spotlight 

     Shining in the March spotlight is one of our newer members, Karen Hartzog. Karen was born in New 
York but soon dadõs job with American Airlines transported the family out to Tulsa Oklahoma. His           
mechanical division was relocated there and Karen says it was like living in the middle of New York City, as 
most all of the people in her Oklahoma community were part of the transferred New Yorkers. Coming from a 
myriad of ethnic backgrounds and united by a common employer, these folks were enjoying cultural diversity 
long before HR departments invented the term!  She said it wasnõt until she ventured away from home into 

adult work life that she encountered prejudice. 

 

     After attending Oklahoma State and obtaining her degree in Interior Design, Karen found it very         
difficult to find a job in her chosen field. Back in the 60õs single, career women werenõt taken very seriously. 
So, she too came to be employed by American Airlines as a stewardess. (Yes thatõs what they were called 
back then when it was an all woman profession) She was based in NY for about 6 months, then Dallas for 

about a year before finally settling in Los Angeles. 

 

     It was while working from the LA base that Karen made many lifelong friends. Most of her flights then 
were whatõs termed transcontinental, meaning between the two U.S. coasts. She spent about half the month 
flying and the other half at home but bear in mind that with flying, a 40 hr week could easily be achieved in 
3 days. While in LA she and her roommate flew to Greece where the roommate said one could get a mink 
coat made way cheaper than in the states. While there they took a 1 day cruise of the Greek Islands and 
thatõs where Karen met her soon to be husband, Jim.  He worked for the government and lived in Virginia so 

after a short courtship they got engaged and Karen transferred to Virginia.  

 

     They settled in the Western Branch area but Karen had to commute to D.C. once a week to go to work. 
This time her routes were the shorter domestic hops to places like Omaha, Minneapolis, Baton Rouge and 
Little Rock. During this phase of her career Karen gave birth to daughter, Leslie, and son, Robert. While 
they were small she flew part-time. In the latter part of the 80õs Karen transferred to Raleigh where she      
began flying international flights. Now Karen had a 4 hour commute to get to work and we complain about 
45 minutes! While stationed in Raleigh, her ex-roommate from her LA days transferred to Raleigh as did     
another LA friend.  While flying together she learned that this lady had actually grown up in Churchland 
and they ended up both retiring from the airlines on the same day. Her international route was to Paris. It 
took 9 hours to fly over and 10 hours to fly back and she had a 30 hour layover in Paris each time. She said 

the jet lag could be brutal but they would nap and then shop, shop, shop.  

 

     I asked Karen to relate some of the comical and/or exciting things that happened during her long career 
and this is what I learned. She said in the early days, before the carts that we are all now so familiar with, 
the flight attendants had to make dinner and serve it and liquor, bringing out two trays at a time, all in a 55 
minute flight. On one such trip she finally made her way to the very back of the plane where a little old lady 
was seated. She said òno thanksó to her dinner. She didnõt want to be any trouble so sheõd just take a grilled 

cheese sandwich!  

 

     Karen was part of the first crew to ever evacuate a 747 jet. That was back in 1971. An alarmed signaled 
there was a potential fire in the cargo area so they had to make an emergency landing in Albuquerque, NM. 
They had no way to deflate the slides, so they had to puncture them. The plane was so high off the ground 
that they had to jack up a catering truck and then one of the pilots chinned himself up to the floor of the 
plane. Then he pulled up the flight attendants so they could retrieve the passengerõs personal belongings from 
the plane. Karen says most of the safety features we have in airline travel today have resulted from        
situations like this one. She shared that the reason the flight attendants go over how to buckle and unbuckle 
the seatbelt is because in the early days, planes were the only mode of transportation that had seat belts. An 
Eastern Airlines flight crashed in the Everglades and even though folks were only in a foot of water many 

perished because they didnõt know how to release the seat belt!
