the number of homeless women exceeded the sleeping capacity of WSCC which were theaus® of several problems. On
Thursday, PVH made arrangements to move all women to the Gates of Heaven Church which agrpexitie sleeping
arrangements only At 10:00 am on Thursday morning, Chef Cornwell was notified of this change in plans. After a couple of

These Goodwill gifts included wet'wipes,
sanitary napkins/tampons, briefs for men and women, chewing gum, tissues, men/women deodorant, soap, tooth brush, too

paste, and the evedesired warm socks and wash cloths.

Frances Wells donated a tooth brush to each of our guests.
Mary Redmon ensured that all donated items were equally distributed to our Guests.

Brooke Lowman and Jason Wright baked and distributed 86 delicious chocolate cup cakes with icing.

On Tuesday and Thursday, Rev. Nathan and the Elders conducted communion services for 16 guests. These two servic

were very well received and appreciated by all who attended.

X On Thursday, Friday, and Saturday, Jeanne Livesay from PVH picked up 25 meals prepared by Chef Cornwell and delive
them to the Gates of Heaven Church for the women.

x After all meals were served/eaten on Saturday, Mary Redmon took all salt and pepper shakers home to be thoroughly washe
sanitized

On Sunday afternoon, March 15, 2009, both restrooms, all tables and chairs, window sills, and cabinet tops in the FC wer

sanitized by the Fellowship Sunday School Class.
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Each night, we had 1 cook, 5 assistant cooks, and 10 to 15 servers who volunteered a total of 719.1 hours. Further, 2 to :
chaperones stayed over each night monitoring our guests for safety and to accommodate them during the night. These shaperon

volunteered 177 hours of their valuable time to this Outreach program. Chaperones are vital to the success of this program.

Let it be known thatMary and Chef Cornwelbrepared scrumptious meals every night. These meals inclUdekley pot pie, beef

pot pie, corn, collards, yams, meat loaf, green beans w/corn, parsley potatoes, ham and cabbage, egg salad sandwighes, hot
w/trimmings, cole slaw, BBQ, chili, macaroni and cheese, bean soup, baked beans, cheese potatoes, mash potatoes, turl
dressing, and corn pudding.
