 Recently, many of you have heard me       

discuss the life of faith in terms of three phases. 

Walter Bruggeman, an Old Testament Scholar, 

suggests that these phases are Orientation      

Disorientation, and Reorientation. The story of 

the Israelites follows this three -fold pattern: from 

Egypt, to the Wilderness, to the Promised Land.  

The story of Jesus Christ does the same: from 

life, to death, to resurrection. Our lives also      

continuously weave in and out of these three 

phases. 

 While it may be tempting to judge one or 

more of these stages as òbetteró or òworseó than 

another, Bruggeman believes this to be untrue.  

If we can understand all three of these segments 

of life as not better or worse, but different then 

we can find value and meaning in every period of 

life.  

Thinking of life in this way has helped me 

during the disorientation I have experienced in 

the first half of this year.  My disorientation has 

been marked by loss, grief, and instability. As a 

result of being emotionally, spiritually, and    

physically drained, I have been more intentional 

about exploring the depths of my soul.  

I have spent more time resting. I have 

spent more time with Marion and Harrison. I 

have spent more time reading and reflecting. I 

have spent more time in prayer and meditation.  

Consequently, I am beginning to reconnect 

to my faith and my calling. The bonds in my       

relationships with family and friends are 

strengthened. My energy for ministry is being 

resurrected every day.  My priorities have been 

refocused. 

What phase of life do you find yourself in 

today?  Whatever it might be, try not think of it 

as better or worse, just different . Use the           

remainder of your summer to explore the depths 

of your soul, no matter how healthy or depleted it 

might be.  Be intentional about rest, reflection, 

prayer, and spending time with those you love 

most. 

I promise the result will be a renewed 

faith, a rejuvenated energy, a redefining of          

priorities, and an overall resurrection of your life.  

Trust me.  I speak from experience.
