For the first time in my life, | am solely
responsible for a lawn.

| recall, as a child, my grandfather enjoying
mowing his lawn more than anything else. He enjoyed it
so much that he would find excuses to mow his lawn,
sometimes two and three times a week. | never
understood his fascination with lawn mowing.....until

now.

| have gained a new appreciation for cutting
grass. While mowing may cause my back to hurt, my
hands to blister and my ears to ring, there is something
gratifying in knowing that a task has been completed.
| can look back on a freshly mowed yard and see a
finished product. It gives me a great deal of satisfaction

seeing something through from beginning to end.

All of this
has been completed in only the first five months of this

year!

As we seek transformation at West Side
Christian Church, at times, it will seem like we have not
completed anything. Transition can be discouraging
because it is difficult to see the finished product. Along
the way, however, we must celebrate the small victories
and find satisfaction in those things we have
accomplished with God’s help. Take a moment to thank
God for the ministry we have completed together at

West Side thus far. We have much to celebrate!

WEST SIDE NEEDS TO PURCHASE NEW MOWERS

When someone wants to buy a new car, it is always certain that this individual will begin to
badmouth his current car. The car is nickel and diming him to death. Every week, more money is
needed to fix/repair his old car. This car is on it’s last leg. Dealerships are practically giving them
away. Now is the best time to buy, because of 0% interest loans, etc., etc.

Well, the two lawnmowers currently being used at West Side are literally on their last leg. They
are 15+ years old. The same old reasons listed above apply to our lawnmowers. They break down
and are in constant need of repairs. CMF has agreed to raise the money needed to purchase two
new John Deere tractor (42”) lawnmowers. Currently, East Coast Equipment has the type of
mowers we need. East Coast will service these mowers whereas Lowe’s and Home Depot do not.

As of 5/17/09, several members have donated $3,750., and CMF has approx. $200. in its
treasury, for a total of $3,950. The mowers we wish to purchase are John Deere 17 HP V-twin
Kawasaki engine, Hydrostatic transmission with cruise control and a 42” cut, Model X3000, w/4 yr.
warranty. They cost $2,999. each. You will be asked to support CMF’s efforts in raising the
additional $2000.
