  Using your imagination, think of explaining your family budget to your children.  You have income,  you explain, a      
salary paid to you by your employer for work done.  You have expenses to pay-- gas electric, phone, cable, cell phones, food, 
mortgage or rent.  Then there are church contributions.   

      Imagine, just for a moment, that you sit down to pay bills.  You discover that there are not sufficient funds to cover your 
budgeted expenses.  You contact your employer to find out what happened to your  salary, only to be told that the company's 
income has been severely decreased do to expenses of doing business.  Oh, so sorry, but your salary will be paid at a later 
date.  Does this seem possible to you?   

       You get a letter from social security, saying the government is running short of money, so your social security          
payments will be reduced. (I know this has touch of reality even in the imagination.)  How will you pay your bills?  Will the gas 
company understand your dilemma? 

      Now imagine you own your own business.  You pay X $ for rent. You have utilities to pay monthly, and you have your 
hard working employee salaries to pay.  How to you go about financing your budget items without a clue what your income will 
be.  You pray.  You run a faith based business, so you hope enough money comes in to pay expenses.  Sometimes the money 
is there, and sometimes not.  What obligations do you pay, and what ones do you delay,  hoping the money will arrive.   

      Imagine that you budget your church contributions, realizing that your church belongs to God.  Imagine that God's 
church knows what funds it has to work with, so it knows if it can do some of the things that are on it's wish list.  Imagine telling 
God's church what you hope and plan to contribute.  Imagine how nice it would be for the volunteers (financial secretary,        
treasurer, stewardship chairman) to know what monies would be coming in to pay the bills.

Each plant in this bouquet symbolizes a special event that took place during this week.  
 

PALM BRANCH :  REMEMBER Palm Sunday.  There was such joy as Jesus rode into Jerusalem. The people waved 
their palm branches and shouted: òHosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! Blessed is the        
coming kingdom of our father David! Hosanna in the highest.ó MK 11: 9-10. 

 

GRAPES & WHEAT STALKS : REMEMBER Maundy Thursday. Jesus asked His disciples to go and make            
preparations for them to eat the Passover. In the evening Jesus and his disciples gathered in a large upper room.  
There they gathered and shared in òThe Lordõs Supper". After supper, òJesus took bread, gave thanks, broke it, and 
gave it to His disciples saying ôTake it, this is my bodyõé He took the cup and gave thankséand they all drank 
from it. òThis is my blood of the new covenant which is poured out for many.õ ò MK 14:22-24.

 In the fall, 2010 Edition of The Virginia Christian, an article entitled, òWhat I Learned in the Regionó was 

written by David Herrick, Moderator of the Christian Church in Virginia 2009-2010. 

 From this article I learned these facts and recommendation, and I quote: 

A. òTwice as many persona leave the ministry each year as join.ó 

B. òOur numbers are dwindling.  Average Sunday worship attendance has been declining for many years.  

Churches that used the be full are only half-full now, some churches have had to merge, while others have 

closed their doors.ó 

C. òThe region must provide programs and leadership to help local congregations become revitalized.  We, the 

local church, must change the way we do things, or our numbers will continue to shrink and more churches 

will have to close.ó 

D. òEstablish programs to encourage persons to consider the ministry.ó 

In an effort to reverse the above mentioned trends, I have some suggestions based on a Discipleship training 

program that I went through as a young man.  The program is called Missions to Military Discipleship Training 

Program.  The program includes the following: 

1. Learn to recite all the 66 books of the Bible in order. 

2. Memorizing 150 Scripture verses. 

3. Reading excellent Biblically based books. 

I humbly submit this recommendation to the congregation of West Side Christian Church.  It is not easy to        

complete the Discipleship Program, but it can be one of the most spiritually profitable and life transforming      

experiences of your life.
